T1P1/2003-006 Liaison (T1S1):  A T1S1 liaison (T1S1/2003-036R1) to TR45-LAES regarding the status of VoP Lawful Intercept work in the T1S1.LAES Ad Hoc group. The liaison also includes a request for action on developing an Object ID Tree for LAES and a module identifier for J-STD-025-B to allow importing of ASN.1 structures into other LAES specifications and standards. 

T1P1.5 supports the concept of creating and Object Identifier Tree and module identifier for J-STD-025-B. The TR45-LAES liaison to T1P1.5 will report support for the concept to TR45-LAES.

T1P1/2003-009 SA3-LI Meeting Report for San Diego 12-14 November 2002 (3GPP): The  3GPP SA3-LI meeting report for November 2002. It was noted that all the U.S. Lawful Intercept requirements and capabilities (S3LI02_162 r1) developed via T1P1.SAH discussions over several months, had been accepted into TS 33.108 with minor revisions. Key on-going activities in SA3-LI include:  

1)
creation of a circuit-switch section for UMTS (for the U.S. J-STD-025-A will be referenced for circuit-switch);  

2)
addressing lawful interception of multiple sessions within multiple contexts; 

3)
correlation of IRI and content streams; 

4)
dialled digit extraction for VoIP; 

5)
Packet Activity Reporting (requested by CIS); and 

6)
QOS for traffic delivery to LEAs. 

In addition SA3-LI routinely reviews LI reporting requirements and capabilities for GSM/GPRS/UMTS services and this review may lead to impacts on U.S. LI reporting methods and capabilities (e.g., circuit-switch LI).

A request was made to close access to the meeting reports, contributions, and attendance list of SA3-LI for privacy/security issues. The proposal was not accepted by SA3 and SA3-LI material will continue to have open access under the rules of 3GPP.

VoP Lawful Intercept Summit, January 23, 2003, Chicago:  A summit on VoP Lawful Interception was held in Chicago, Illinois, January 23rd, 2003. The summit was hosed by Telcordia and organized by the FBI. The summit addressed the issues, standards, and implementations around lawful interception of VoP services. A document  Electronic Surveillance Needs for Carrier-Grade Voice over Packet (CGVoP) Service, Issue 1, January 29,2003, CALEA Implementation, FBI, U.S. Gov. Restricted, was distributed to participants. The document scope for lawful interception of VoP services encompasses UMTS VoP/Multi-Media services deployed in the U.S..

Mission and Scope

Mission

The T1P1.5 Lawful Intercept Working Group develops, maintains, amends, and enhances American National Standards and other T1 deliverables related to lawful intercept within the GSM family (GSM/EGPRS/UMTS). This work may be done within T1P1.5 or may be done in close cooperation with other U.S., regional, and international standards and specifications groups to ensure that respective standards and specifications for the GSM family meet North American regulatory and commercial requirements.

Scope

T1P1.5 provides the following functions and capabilities:

1. Formulate positions in support of T1P1 objectives.

2. Coordinates activities relevant to U.S., regional, and international standards and specifications activities including:

3. Preparation, review and presentation of contributions as proposed US positions for submission to international standards bodies such as ITU-T;

4. Establish appropriate mechanisms and coordinate contributions and positions that support T1P1 objectives with other relevant committees and organizations (e.g., other US, regional, and international standards and specifications fora).

3. Evaluate proposals for lawful intercept capabilities within the GSM family.

4. Transpose 3GPP lawful intercept deliverables into T1 deliverables.

5. Develop and coordinate appropriate inputs regarding lawful intercept aspects that impact or are impacted by IMT-2000 services.
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
